About the Qur’an
(34:50): The right path is what is contained in the Qur’an
The purpose of the Qur’an:

(16:64): The Qur’an’s purpose was ‘only’ the following
:

i. make clear those matters on which people held divergent views

ii. guidance (see also 2:185)

iii. grace to those who believe
(38:29): A blessed book so that men may ponder over its messages and those who have insight take it to heart

(5:48), (3:3): Qur’an is confirmation of earlier revelations

(3:79): No prophet could say worship/follow them, instead they said become Allah’s (God’s) people by spreading the knowledge of the Qur’an and deep study 

[this proves that it is the deep study of Qur’an that is required to follow the correct guidance – no other book, and we cannot outsource the study to anyone else]

(19:76): Allah endows those who avail themselves of Allah’s guidance with an ever-deeper consciousness of the right way.
(45:6): The aayah (verses) in the Qur’an convey the truth. In what other hadith/speech will people believe in? See also (7:185)
(2:121): True believers in the Qur’an are those who follow it as it ought to be followed (i.e. understand it, think over it, apply it)

(2:41): Do not barter away Allah’s messages for a small gain (see also 5:44)
· e.g. taaweez (selling printed scripts of the Qur’an as sources of power to heal etc)
· gaining worldly goods (being materialistic) instead of focusing on Allah’s guidance

(18:1-3): 

· Allah revealed the Qur’an

· Not allowed any deviousness to obscure its meaning

· Meant to warn of a severe punishment from Him, and give glad tidings to believers who do good works, of a goodly reward, to dwell beyond the count of time

(4:82): Why do people not try to ‘understand’ the Qur’an? If it was given by anyone other than God, it would have had contradictions

(75:17-19): It is for Allah to gather the Aayah (verses) (i.e. the tradition that Hadhrat Uthman gathered it is wrong). Allah is responsible for making it clear for us, making us understand

(4:176) and (4:127): Only Allah’s guidance is fatwa. (i.e. only Allah gives fatwa)
(7:35-36): Those who have taqwa (righteous) and correct themselves need not fear and will suffer no grief. Those who disbelieve in Allah’s messages are destined for the fire, to live there forever

(47:24): Will we not ponder over the Qur’an, or are there locks upon our hearts? 

· i.e. those who do not ponder over the Qur’an have their hearts locked – where nothing can go in or out of their minds
(2:39): Kaafir (disbelievers) and ‘kazzabu’ (those who say we accept but practically do not follow) will be in hellfire forever

(4:163): The same deen (way of life) was inspired to all the prophets (i.e. the other Books were consistent with the laws/guidance contained in the Qur’an)

(25:30): On the Day of Judgement, Prophet Mohammad will state that his people deserted the Qur’an

..and Allah does not change His laws (50:29), (10:64), (6:115)

� Given that Muslims also hold such divergent views, we must return to the Qur’an
